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2015: A Year of Growth 
 

2015 was a year for RSB to build on the foundations put in place in prior years, and to start seeing the 

impact of fulfilling our mission of ensuring the sustainability of biomaterials. 

 

RSB engaged with many new members and certified operators, expanded its smallholder program and 

saw the first smallholder certification, which demonstrated that groups of small farmers can come 

together and successfully achieve RSB certification. The first smallholder certification took place in 

South Africa, a second in Southeast Asia, and the foundation was laid for new groups to join in Brazil. 

 

RSB streamlined standards documents even further for ease of use and understanding. A highlight was 

the introduction of new indirect land use change (iLUC) indicators – the first ever for any certification 

system in the world. This was a key step towards helping producers demonstrate that biomass was 

produced with low iLUC and therefore with minimal impact on food production or biodiversity. 

 

RSB partnered with industry leaders around the world to promote positive sustainability initiatives, 

especially in the aviation, advanced biofuel, bioplastic, and biochemical sectors. New certifications 

were achieved also in the areas of wastes and biochemicals, demonstrating that RSB is applicable 

beyond biofuels. 

 

RSB will have a continued strong focus on developing and providing comprehensive sustainability 

solutions, further streamlining the standards, scaling up smallholder activities, and strengthening RSB 

through revenue generation and project development. 

 

We continue to innovate alongside our members and certified operators and we acknowledge your 

efforts in ensuring a strong and robust RSB. 

 

We thank our Board of Directors, Assembly of Delegates, members, partners and staff for their 

continued support and commitment.

Recognition 
 

RSB continued to enjoy recognition by and support of global NGOs and industry partners. This ongoing 

endorsement reinforces the strength, robustness and underlying credibility that RSB offers:  

¶ A WWF report “Strengthening Water Stewardship in Agricultural Sustainability Standards” 

demonstrates RSB as having the highest coverage regarding water across the four water 

stewardship outcomes. The report further highlighted that RSB was the only scheme to 

specifically mention environmental flow requirements having to be accounted for in the 

determination of water availability. 

¶ NRDC’s 2015 Aviation Biofuel Sustainability Scorecard recommends RSB certification for the 

aviation industry and that “Sustainable Aviation Fuel Users Group and its 28 member airlines 

should make a firm commitment to use the certification framework created by the RSB.” 

¶ Etihad Airways’ BIOjet Abu Dhabi Roadmap Report stated that “The RSB is emerging as the 

premier body for setting global sustainability standards for biofuels and related bio products.”

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Certification 
 

It was an exciting year for RSB certifications with a diverse set of entities earning RSB certification 

bringing the total to 19 certified operators in 2015 (current list is on the website). 

 

Certified organizations from different parts of the world cover a variety of feedstock types and  

biomaterial types, including a first biochemical certification in Asia (Advanced Biochemicals Thailand).  

Sunchem Biofuel Development South Africa certification was also a great example of how certification 

 can have a positive impact for both people and environment in a region with many environmental  

and social challenges. In Brazil, work started on the certification of a macaúba palm tree project, also  

with small farmers. 

 

There were 5 new certifications in 2015 and we hope to continue seeing such diverse entities pursuing 

RSB certification, which is truly global and non-feedstock specific. 

 

 

 

  

Smallholder Initiatives 
 

With the support of the Boeing Corporate Citizenship program and the Swiss government, RSB 

 implemented a program that seeks to improve the livelihoods of smallholder farmers by linking them  

to markets and promoting sustainable practices based on the RSB standard. In 2015, the RSB  

Smallholder program expanded to certifications and development of field projects in Asia, South  

Africa and Brazil, and focused at a global level on identifying and engaging development agencies and 

industry to support smallholders. 

 

Sunchem Biofuel Development South Africa earned RSB’s first smallholder certification globally and 

has brought economic and rural development to the Limpopo province in South Africa as well as a 

new regional bio jet fuel supply chain that is now RSB certified for environmental and social 

sustainability. 

 

The Biomass Supplies (Thailand) certification was RSB’s first smallholder certification in Asia. The 

certification covers their work with 30,000 small farmers demonstrating that a large number of small 

farmers can come together to achieve certification.

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Communications 
 

RSB made proactive efforts in 2015 to gain media and public attention through a variety of communication 

strategies and tools including events, social media, email newsletters, press releases, articles, and direct 

media outreach. These combined efforts led to increases in awareness of RSB as measured via social media 

channels (40% increase in social media followers), website analytics (51% increase in visitors), and media 

mentions (45% increase).

Policy and Standards 
 

RSB continued in 2015 to implement recommendations for making the system more user-friendly, simple 

and cost-competitive.  

¶ Several rounds of multi-stakeholder consultations (public and RSB members) were held for the in-

depth revision of the RSB Principles & Criteria (P&Cs) which describe the environmental, social and 

economic requirements economic operators need to comply with in order to receive RSB 

certification. Expected completion and approval for the revised P&Cs is in 2016.  

¶ The Low iLUC Risk Biomass Criteria and Compliance Indicators, a new ‘optional module’ for 

operations undergoing RSB certification, was developed and approved. They are a key step 

forward for RSB-certified operators to demonstrate that biomass was produced with low indirect 

land use change (iLUC) risk and therefore with minimal impact on food production or biodiversity. 

¶ The RSB EU RED Standards and the RSB Procedure for Certification Bodies & Auditors were revised 

with expected approval in 2016. The Auditors Procedure is the result of merging and simplifying 

four former RSB standards to comply with ISEAL Assurance Code and the updated requirements of 

the EU Commission. 

¶ As an ISEAL member, RSB agreed to include the active ingredients found in the Rotterdam 
Convention, Stockholm Convention and additionally the Montreal Protocol to its lists of banned 
pesticides in subsequent versions of RSB standards. RSB intends that this collective approach will 
support broader efforts to remove these highly hazardous pesticides from circulation. 

¶ Lastly, RSB underwent an independent evaluation in 2015 to confirm that RSB’s Monitoring and 
Evaluation System is fully compliant with the ISEAL Impacts Code.

Governance 
 

The Assembly of Delegates serves as the highest authority of the RSB and is composed of up to three  

Delegates from each RSB Chamber, as elected by RSB members, thus giving each chamber and 

represented sectors the same weight and influence in the decision making power. The Board of Directors is 

responsible for the management and representation of the RSB.  

 

The 3rd RSB General Assembly was held over three days in June in Geneva and provided a forum to discuss 

current developments and future plans for RSB and its members. The meeting ended with a strong 

endorsement from participants that RSB is the most comprehensive standard on biofuels and biomaterials. 

A  range of new ideas were discussed with the objective of increasing the  uptake of certification. 

 

The meeting also included a delegation vote on the new “Low iLUC Risk Biomass Criteria and Compliance 

Indicators” signifying the first certification system in the world to give producers a way to demonstrate 

that biomass was produced with low indirect land use change (and therefore minimal impact on food 

production or biodiversity.

Revenue 
The total revenue in 2015 was CHF 1,143,616 (up from CHF 1,128,963 in 2014). The biggest single share 
is represented by the Swiss State Secretariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) with the Packard Foundation 
and Boeing Corporate Citizenship Program also contributing significantly to the RSB budget. 
 
Expenditure 
Total expenses in 2015 amounted to CHF 1,171,755 (up from CHF 958,744 in 2014). Increased  
expenditure was due to project activities under the grants from the Swiss State Secretariat for Economic 
Affairs (SECO) and Boeing. 
 
Cash
